MAKE A BOOKLET for ONE of the books 
- Take two sheets of white construction paper or white paper. Fold it in half so that it is like a book. 
-The cover is for the title, author, and your name. Use the four open pages in the center to tell parts of the story.  On each page include ONE drawing and ONE paragraph (4 to 6 complete sentences) describing the important parts of the story, you can describe the characters, setting, and important parts of the plot. 
-The back of your book can be like the back of the book include 
- Using pencil, paper, and color create at least ten drawings that tell the story. The ten pictures should represent the important events (parts) of the story, from beginning all of the way to the end.   You may include speech bubbles on your drawings, in addition to the paragraph.
